What is the Horological Machine
No1?

There will only be 30 pieces to be craft-
ed over the next three years. | will not do
more than that number because apart from
wanting to be exclusive, | want to have
extremely well-made handcrafted watches.
People are paying money for one of my cre-
ations and | intend to make their money
worth it.

What are the features of the
Horological Machine No1?

There is no mistaking the three-dimen-
sionality of the Horological Machine No1:
both in the sheer volume of the case and in
the muitiple strata of the dial. The shape of
the case dominates the senses and also
dictated the architecture of the movement.
It comes only in red gold case or in a white
gold case with a choice of silver or dark
grey dial. Movement engineer Laurent
Besse, with independent watchmaker and
AHCI member Peter Speake-Marin have
contributed a movement pedigree and qual-

ity second to none. The hours and minutes
are on separate dials, with elevated central
one-minute tourbillon, seven-day power
reserve, four mainspring barrels, and auto-
matic winding.

The Horological Machines have three-
dimensional structures; therefore, the tour-
billon has been elevated above the dial cre-
ating its own centre stage. This not only
adds another interesting level to the dial,
but it also enables the viewer to see into the
very heart of the tourbillon, making it easier
to appreciate the superb hand-craftsman-
ship and fine finish in its execution.

The four barrels are massive mainspring
barrels that dominate the movement.
Synchronised by a sophisticated gear train,
all four are wound simultaneously by either
the rotor or the crown. Running four barrels
and two gear trains in parallel allows for a
reduction of torque in each mainspring; thus
improving isochronism and decreasing
wear, all while maintaining a generous
seven days of reserve of power.

The dimensions are: length 4 1mm, width
64mm, and height 14mm. The water resis-
tance is to 30 metres. Sapphire crystals are

on the dial side with anti-reflective treat-
ment on both faces, and a display back with
anti-reflective treatment on a single face.
The dial is available in either silver/rutheni-
um (silver) or ruthenium/silver (dark grey).
Strap and buckles are black and hand-
stitched alligator with 18-carat gold custom
designed deployment buckle or brown
hand-stitched alligator with 18-carat gold
tang buckle.

Do you customise watches?

A lady wants me to fill the Horological
Machine No1 with baguette diamonds and
we are in the process of doing so. It would
be outstanding once it is finished. Yes, we
do customise watches.

Where is MB&F present?

BASELWORLD is a good fair for large
companies, but not for small ones. | will be
exhibiting in Geneva, because this is where
MB&F was founded and where all the team
members are based. There are several
important watch brands that exhibit only in
Geneva, such as Richard Mille and many
others. Also, among them is FP Joume,
whom | admire a lot.
